School Badge | On the chest pocket of the shirt or above the school name of the cardigan

Hair should not cover the eyebrows at the front, not extend beyond halfway down the ears on the sides, and

(B) Appearance

Forehead hair must not cover the eyebrows, and the sideburns must not extend beyond half of the ears;
Hairstyle otherwise, it must be clipped up with a hairpin. Hair strands reaching the shoulders must be tied up and
secured with a plain black or dark blue head accessory

Accessories Only one white/clear/pure silver earring is allowed on each earlobe

4. [Boys and Girls: PE Uniform}

Shorts Black PE shorts with contrasting colour trim on both sides.

Socks Pure white mid-calf socks (approximately 1/3 to 1/2 of the calf length) without any logos

Jacket White jacket with embroidered badge on the left chest and house name printed on the back




Winter Uniform

(not too long or too short, not too wide or too narrow, not deliberately altered or stained)

If the Observatory announces that the temperature in Sha Tin District is 12°C or below at 6 am:

School Badge | On the chest pocket of the shirt or above the school name of the cardigan

Hair should not cover the eyebrows at the front, not extend beyond halfway down the ears on the sides, and

3. [Girls]

(A) School Uniform

White long-sleeved shirt. The left pocket is sewn with a blue emblem. Must fasten the neck and cuff buttons,

Shirt no rolling up sleeves, and wear a school tie
Dress Blue velvet pinafore dress with school name on the left front, dress hem at half-knee length
Socks Pure black mid-calf socks (approximately 1/3 to 1/2 of the calf length) without any logos
School Badge | Above the school name of the dress or cardigan
(B) Appearance
Forehead hair must not cover the eyebrows, and the sideburns must not extend beyond half of the ears;
Hairstyle otherwise, it must be clipped up with a hairpin. Hair strands reaching the shoulders must be tied up and
secured with a plain black or dark blue head accessory
Accessories Only one white/clear/pure silver earring is allowed on each earlobe




4. [Boys and Girls: PE Uniform}

Sports Round-neck long-sleeved sports sweatshirt with an embroidered emblem on the left chest and the school name
Sweatshirt printed on the back.

Track pants | Black sports track pants with white thin stripes on both side

Socks Pure white mid-calf socks (approximately 1/3 to 1/2 of the calf length) without any logos

Shoes Mainly white sports shoes

Jacket White jacket with embroidered badge on the left chest and house name printed on the back

Other Remarks

Students must wear neat school uniform or PE uniform (long pants) for activities within the school premises. If there is a
Physical Education (PE) lesson or school team practice on that day, students may wear their PE uniform (long pants) to school.
For PE lessons in summer, students should wear PE uniform (long pants) when returning to school. They should change into
shorts just before the PE lesson starts. After the PE lesson, they must change back into long pants.

For PE lessons in winter, students can wear sports sweatshirts and long pants when returning to school as needed. They can
change into short-sleeved PE T-shirts and shorts as needed just before the PE lesson starts. After the PE lesson, they should
change back into sports sweatshirts and long pants.

If there is a school team practice on that day, in summer, students can return to school wearing PE uniform (long pants); in
winter, students can return to school wearing sports sweatshirts and long pants. During school team practice, students must
wear either PE uniform or school team uniform.

On Saturday mornings and during school holidays, if students return to school for supplementary lessons, tests, or activities,
they must wear neat school uniform or PE uniform (long pants).

Students with naturally non-black hair or those who need to wear religious accessories should submit a letter from
their parents with supporting reasons to the school principal for approval within the first week of the school year.
After approval, they can bring the relevant accessories back to school, but they still need to strictly adhere to the
school's regulations.

If students wear accessories without permission, all unauthorized accessories will be temporarily kept by the school
discipline master. If students voluntarily request to retrieve them, they must apply with a parental letter within three
days.
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
